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Crochet Baby Booties Pattern
Materials:
· Double Knitting (DK) yarn – approx. 25g
· 3.5 mm crochet hook
· Tapestry needle (for sewing in ends)
· Stitch marker (optional but helpful)

Tension:
· Approx. 20 sts x 22 rows = 10 cm in half treble crochet (htr)
 Finished Size:
· Sole length: approx. 9–10 cm
· Fits most babies up to 6 months

Pattern Instructions (UK Terms)
Abbreviations:
· ch – chain
· dc – double crochet
· htr – half treble crochet
· tr – treble crochet
· sl st – slip stitch
· st(s) – stitch(es)
· htr2tog – half treble crochet 2 together (decrease)




Sole (Make 2):
Round 1:
Ch 10
In 2nd ch from hook: 2 dc, dc in next 7 ch, 4 dc in last ch.
Continue on the other side of the chain: dc in next 7, 2 dc in last stitch. (22 sts)
Round 2:
2 dc in first st, dc in next 8 sts, 2 dc in next 4 sts, dc in next 8, 2 dc in last 2 sts. (30 sts)
Round 3:
Dc in next st, 2 dc in next, dc in next repeat around. (40 sts total)

Upper Bootie:
Round 4:
Work 1 round of htr in back loops only (BLO) – this helps the sole curve upwards.
Rounds 5–8:
1 htr in each st around. (4 rounds)
(You can adjust height here if you want them taller)

Toe Shaping:
Round 9:
[Htr in next 4, htr2tog] x 6 – (34 sts)
Round 10:
[Htr in next 3, htr2tog] x 6 – (28 sts)
Round 11:
[Htr in next 2, htr2tog] x 6 – (22 sts)
Round 12:
Dc around (for neat edge) 
Finishing:
· Weave in all ends securely.
· Optionally fold the cuff down or leave it upright.
· Add a decorative bow, button, or pompom if desired.
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
