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Crochet Baby Mittens Pattern

Materials:
· Double Knitting (DK) yarn – approx. 25g
· 3.5 mm crochet hook
· Tapestry needle for sewing ends
· Stitch marker (or scrap yarn) to mark rounds

Tension (Gauge):
· 20 stitches and 22 rounds = 10 cm in half treble crochet (htr) in the round
(Gauge is not critical for this project.)

Finished Size:
· Length: approx. 9–10 cm
· Width: approx. 5.5–6 cm (flat)
· Fits most babies from newborn to 6 months

Instructions (UK Terms):
Cuff:
1. Ch 9
2. Starting in 2nd ch from hook: dc in each ch across (8 sts)
3. Row 2–24:
Ch 1, turn. Dc in BLO of each stitch (8 sts)
This forms a ribbed cuff. Do not fasten off.
4. Fold the cuff so the short ends meet and sl st them together to form a loop.
(You can now work in the round along the edge.)

Body of the Mitten:
Round 1: Work 24 dc evenly around the edge of the cuff. Use a stitch marker to mark your first stitch.
Rounds 2–8: Work 1 htr in each stitch around (24 sts)
(You can add or reduce a round depending on how long you want the mitten)

Decrease for Top:
Round 9: (Htr2tog, htr in next 2) repeat around (18 sts)
Round 10: (Htr2tog, htr in next stitch) repeat around (12 sts)
Round 11: (Htr2tog) repeat around (6 sts)

Finish:
· Cut the yarn, leaving a long tail.
· Use a tapestry needle to thread the tail through the final 6 sts and pull tight to close.
· Weave in all ends securely.
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
