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Baby Booties Knitting Pattern

Materials:
· Double Knitting (DK) yarn – approx. 25g
· Knitting needles: 3.25 mm (UK size 10)
· Tapestry needle for sewing up
· Ribbon (optional) – for decoration or tying around ankle

Tension (Gauge):
· Approx. 24 stitches and 32 rows = 10 cm in stocking stitch
(Gauge is not critical, but may affect finished size)

Finished Size:
· Sole length: approx. 9–10 cm
· Fits most babies up to 6 months

Pattern Instructions (UK Terms)
Cuff:
Cast on 32 stitches
Work k1, p1 rib for 16 rows (about 4 cm)

Top of Foot (Instep):
Next row (RS): Knit 12 sts, cast off 8, knit to end (12 sts on each side of the 8 cast off)
Next row: Purl 12, cast on 8, purl to end
(You are re-forming the top opening)

Foot Section:
Work in stocking stitch (1 row knit, 1 row purl) for 10 rows

Toe Shaping:
Next row: (K2, k2tog) repeat to end – 24 sts
Next row: Purl
Next row: (K1, k2tog) repeat to end – 16 sts
Next row: Purl
Next row: (K2tog) to end – 8 sts
Cut yarn, leaving a long tail. Thread through remaining 8 sts and pull tight.

To Make Up:
· Sew along the top of the foot and down the front.
· Sew the sole seam.
· Sew up the back of the cuff.
· Weave in ends.
· Optional: Thread a narrow ribbon or i-cord around the ankle through the ribbing to help keep the bootie on.
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
