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Knitted Baby Mittens Pattern
Knitting Method: In the round
Skill Level: Easy
Fits: Newborn to 6 months
Materials:
· Double Knitting (DK) yarn – approx. 25g (any soft baby yarn will do)
· 3.5 mm double-pointed needles or circular needle (for magic loop)
· Stitch marker (optional)
· Tapestry needle for sewing up the top

Tension (Gauge):
· 24 stitches and 32 rows = 10 cm in stocking stitch (not crucial for fit)

Finished Measurements:
· Length: approx. 9–10 cm (3½–4 inches)
· Width (flat): approx. 6 cm

Pattern Instructions:
Cuff:
Cast on 28 stitches loosely.
Distribute evenly over your needles. Join in the round, taking care not to twist.
Place a stitch marker at the beginning of the round if desired.
Work k1, p1 rib for 5 cm (approx. 2 inches).



Main Body:
Knit every round (stocking stitch in the round) for another 5 cm or until mitten reaches just below baby’s fingertips.
Shaping the Top:
(K5, k2tog) repeat to end of round – 24 stitches
Knit 1 round
(K4, k2tog) repeat – 20 stitches
Knit 1 round
(K3, k2tog) repeat – 16 stitches
Knit 1 round
(K2, k2tog) repeat – 12 stitches
(K1, k2tog) repeat – 8 stitches
(K2tog) repeat – 4 stitches
To Finish:
Cut the yarn, leaving a 15 cm tail.
Thread the tail through the remaining 4 stitches using a tapestry needle and pull tight to close.
Weave in all ends securely.
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
